Since the Evangelical School of Nursing ac-
cepted the first students in 1911 over 1,000
young women have been educated in the field
of nursing. The school moved from the orig-
inal location to a new educational complex
built to accomodate 150 students in 1965. In
addition to an affiliation withh a facility of
Suburban Cook County Sanitarium, the students
receive their clinical experience at Christ Com-
munity Hospital and academic courses at Elm-
hurst College. The nursing program is constant-
ly restructured to keep abreast of the ching-
ing philosophy of Nursing Education and the

rapid advances in medical and allied sciences.
